A complaint re lorries turning off the A41 at Bletchley, Old Smithy Cottage ; asked if a sign could be erected as this appears to be a SATNAV error and the lorries cannot turn round- this will be reported to highways. Concerns about the entrance off the A41 along The Drumbles to the new chicken farm. This will be looked into as it was felt that better roads signs; a larger splay and a central reservation  were needed and query whether this was not on the planning permission. It was felt that this was a safety issue. A planning application for Bletchley Court would be looked at later but the applicant said he was available for any questions from the council.
